3Mini Pops 45 isthe same as Mini Pops 35 except
for the cymbals, hi-hat and cowbell which dif-
fer in basic design from those of Mini Pops 35
and produce true metallic sounds through infen-
tional tonal modulation.

Il CONNECTIONS:

First, plug the power cord into an electrical outlet.
Plug the connection cord into GUITAR AMP jack
in the back when using a guitar amplifier, or into
Hi-Fi jack when using an electronic organ, stereo
set or a P.A. system.

¥When connecting the cord to an electronicorgan
or stereo set, it is common practice to remove
the adapter from one end of the cord and fit a
pin plug into the pin jack of the electronic organ
or stereo set.

l OPERATIONS:
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(D Power switch/Volume control
Turning the knob clockwise will turn the power
on and increase volume.
The power will be turned off when the knob is
turned counterclockwise to the OFF position.
(@Balance control
Turning this knob clockwise increases the val-
ume of the cymbals and maracas (plus the hi-
hat for Mini Pops 45) and decreases the bass
drum. Turning the knob counterclockwise.in-
creases the bass drum and decreases the cymbals
and maracas (plus the hi-hat for Mini Pops 45).
(®Tempo control
Turn the knob clockwise to quicken the tempo;
or counterclockwise to slow it. The lamp indi-
cates the first beat of each measure.
(@)2-beat variation
When the 2-beat button of rhythm selector &
is pushed, the 2-beat variation works. The left
one is for a rhythm combination with the bass
drum and snare drum; and the right one intro-
duces the cymbals into the rhythm. A total of
36 rhythm combinations can be used.



3 EXAMPLES OF 2-BEAT VARIATIONS
(Example 1) Combination with ROCK 1
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rythm is on and as a stop switch when rhythm
is on.
®Rhythm selector

Push a button to select a desired thythm. Two

or more buttons may be depressed at the same

time to mix rhythms.

#If WALTZ and other selector buttons are
pushed at the same time, the resultant music
will be in triple measure whatever the rhythm.

B FOOT SWITCH: (OPTION)

Insert the foot switch plug into the pedal jack in
the back.-Your Mini Pops can be started and stop-
ped by foot in the same way as with the start/stop
switch.

Il PRECAUTIONS::

®Be certain the power switch is turned off when-
ever plugging in or unplugging the connecting
cord.

®Try to place the unit in a location well removed
from fluorescent light, electric devices with ther-
mostats, motors, etc., for such equipment can
cause noise and rthythm fluctuations in the Mini
Pops performance.

®Be sure to protect the unit from excessive heat,
humidity, dust and vibrations.
